Devotional: 
2 Samuel 5:24, “ And let it be when thou hearest the sound of a going in the 
tops of the mulberry trees, that then thou shalt bestir thyself: for then shall 
the LORD go out before thee, to smite the host of the Philistines.” 

  
David had just come to full power as king over all Israel when the 

Philistines decided to try and dethrone him. They brought their armies and 
challenged Israel to battle. David did what any child of God should do, he 
prayed! God told David that he could take the Philistines but he would have 
to wait, wait until he saw the tops of the mulberry trees moving, before 
charging into battle. Did you know that the Philistines represent the carnal 
man in the Bible?  David now at the highest point of his life is being 
challenged by the Philistines. Isn’t that just like the flesh to rise up just when 
you have reached a new spiritual high?  The steps for victory over the carnal 
man are demonstrated here in this story:  1. Pray. Talk to The Lord about 
your situation.  2. Wait. Wait on God to do something about it. 3. When the 
Spirit of God moves, go with him.
